If you enjoy twilight zones,
Loretto-Hilton's current offer=-
ing, Twelfth Night, 1s a most
happy blend of music, romance,
and foolery. thanks to a neatly
conceived and flexibly used set,
the play proceeds gaily from one
scene to the next without the
entrance-and-exit parades that
could have detracted from the
play's youthful froth. Oliver
Smith's multi-level platform
with dual stairs revolves - at
one point even during a duel -
to underscore the action and
changeability thematic to
Shakespeare's comedy. Illyria,
Shakespeare's "twilight zone,"
is a realm of double identities
and double entrendres. It is
home for every dreamer and
would-be lover. In shert, for
all fools.

It is hard to say which
ornament outshines the rest. The
whole production reverberates
with fun and beauty. No less
than excellent performances are
artfully dispatched by Xurt
Beattie as Malvolio, Yusef Bulos
as the fool;Jarlath Conroy as
Andrew Aguecheek; Jeff King as
Sebastian; and April Shawhan as
Maria. The music in itself is
worth your time - let alone the
many . visual jokes that the
director, David Chambers, has
cleverly incorporated into the
stage business., It entices.
